29663-1 RE: THE ABANDONMENT OF PORTION OF BOOTH STREET, BETWEEN MYRTLE AND
ORANGE STREETS

To His Honor, the Mayor, and the Common Council of the City of New Britain: the undersigned beg
leave to report the following:

The City Plan Commission, at its regular meeting held on June 4, 2007 voted unanimously to
recommend the approval of the abandonment of this portion of Booth Street.

BACKGROUND: This report is prepared in accordance with Section 19-22 of the City Ordinances
and Section 8-25 of the Connecticut General Statute, which require that all proposals for acceptance,
widening, narrowing, improvement or abandonment of any street or other public way must be referred to
the City Plan Commission for an advisory report to Council. The purpose of this review is to ensure
consistency with the plan of development and good planning principles. The subject of this report is the
abandonment of the portion of Booth Street between Myrtle Street and Orange Street.

The area of the subject right-of-way is 50 feet in width by approximately 420 feet in length and the
land bordering both sides of this street segment is currently vacant. It was formerly occupied, mostly by
the Fafnir manufacturing facilities and accessory parking, but the land was acquired and cleared several
years ago by the City as part of the SMART Park | project. The land is zoned Ul, Urban Industrial and the
abandonment of the street will facilitate conforming industrial development by creating a large-scale
development site.

FINDINGS: This portion of Booth Street is not needed to access any privately held property. Nearby
properties on Booth and Orange Street are afforded safe and adequate access from Broad, Orange and
Grove Streets. The abandonment of this segment of Booth Street would serve to join property on both
sides of the street to create a development site of approximately 12.5 acres in area, suitable for a
manufacturing facility 150,000 square feet or potentially as large as 330,000 square feet in area,
depending on the layout of accessory parking and truck access. This street abandonment facilitates the
optimal re-use of existing industrially zoned land and is, therefore, consistent and supportive of several
Master Plan goals and policies relating to economic development, creation of employment opportunities
and expansion of tax base.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Plan Commission sees no value to the City in retaining any public
right to usage or passage on this land, with the possible exception of preserving an easement for any
necessary public utilities to be retained. The Commission finds this action to be consistent with the City’s
Master Plan and the Commission, therefore, the recommends the abandonment of this segment of Booth
Street.

Executive Summary

Clean Cart Pilot Program

Background

The “Clean Cart” Pilot began on March 14, 2007 and is currently in place on Broad, Washington,
Hayes, Miller and Brown Streets. These streets, selected because of the diversity of properties, residents
and the challenging parking and density characteristics, have been collected weekly on Wednesday
mornings. A total of 570 carts were delivered. Collection, using both semi-automated and automated
refuse collection vehicles, has been successfully completed for 10 weeks and has provided insights into
changes required prior to city-wide implementation.

As part of the pilot, all participants were sent an official City notice and a trilingual brochure (English,
Spanish, Polish) that described the pilot program and detailed the rules and regulations for curbside
collection during this testing phase. Participants were informed that a survey questionnaire was a feature
of the pilot developed to seek their input (see copy of survey) into the final program design. A total of 211
surveys were issued with 69 responses an outstanding 33% rate.

In addition, Public Works and Trash-Away conducted weekly outreach on every street assessing and
resolving problems and addressing questions and concerns about use of the “Clean Carts”.

The weekly assessments were vital to evaluation of the pilot program and served to affirm and
expand our understanding of issues raised through the survey responses.
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Results

Property Description

Respondents represented various types of properties: 36% were one family, 45% two and three
family, 13% four to six family. The larger apartment buildings were mixed-residential where families and
store-front commercial establishments were combined. 6% represent other types of properties,
presumably commercial and non-responses. In total, 94% of respondents were residential/mixed
residential.

The original 211 properties identified for the pilot included 22% one family, 44% two to three family,
11% four to six family, 24% presumed to be mixed residential and commercial. The survey property
response rate closely paralleled the pilot target participant properties. As such, Public Works believes the
survey responses adequately represent the pilot participants.

Waste Disposal System

While 83% of the respondents indicated they used curbside refuse collection exclusively, only 60%
indicated they were participating in recycling. Approximately 17% did not respond to this question.
However, response to the survey assumed participation in at least curbside refuse collection.

Communications

90% of the participants did receive Public Works notices and flyers about the “Clean Cart” pilot
program and 84% indicated that these communiqués did properly describe the program.

Approximately, 71% indicated the information was not confusing or hard to understand, although 20%
disagreed but offered no suggestions for change. 71% also had no need to call Public Works but 26% did
call because the letter asked the property owner to confirm receipt of the initial notice.

Participants were asked about the various ways in which they heard about the program. The
following, ranked high to low, were the ways information was received: notice (65%), flyer/brochure
(55%), newspaper article (32%), yellow sticker on garbage can (22%), newspaper advertisement (10%).

Issues raised under communication:

e Concern about mailings going to out-of-town property owners who did not fully inform
tenants. This suggests there may need to be education of tenants in addition to notices to
property owners.

* Appreciation was expressed for the trilingual information.

* Finally, there were a host of questions raised about program details that Public Works must
address in its public education effort prior to city-wide implementation. A list of issues raised
about the “Clean Carts” follows below.

(Clean CartOContainers

81% of respondents felt that the 96-gallon containers were large enough to hold all of their rubbish.
81% also indicated they had enough space to store their cart on their property while 10 % did not have
enough room. 69% indicated they liked the size of their containers while 16% didn’t but did not give
reasons and the balance had no comment. 19% indicated they would prefer a mid-size 64-65 gallon
container, 78% did not want a mid-size container and the balance had no comment.

84 % found it fair to very easy to move their cart to the curbside while 13 % found it difficult or had no
opinion. 75% of respondents did not want to pay for an extra cart if they exceed the 96-gallon limit per
unit resulting from the new “Clean Cart” program. 15%, however, did state a willingness to pay $60 per
year for a second cart if their rubbish exceeds limits.

As relates to recycling requirements, 84% knew that the State of Connecticut mandates recycling
however, 50% did not know that fines are a part of the City’s ordinances and may be levied for non-
compliance. First warning is followed by a $25 fine and a $50 fine for a second and third offense,
respectively.
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The recycling issue is critical as the cost of recycling ($33.50 per ton) is slightly less than half the cost
of rubbish incineration ($65.50 per ton). It is the goal of the “Clean Cart” program to increase recycling
rates to help our City achieve higher recycling rates while reducing the incineration tip fees. Recycling
compliance will be a focus of the new “Clean Cart” initiative.

Issues raised about the “Clean Carts”:

* Concern expressed that residents will leave containers on the curbside all week long or store
them in front yards. Either situation would create an eyesore that will negate program goals of
beautification and city clean up.

* More information must be provided about placement of carts on the curbside with special
attention to cart placement during snow season, around parked cars, telephone poles,
hydrants, trees, newspaper boxes and insuring carts are properly separated to allow access
by automated arms.

* Seniors requested smaller containers because of their low volume and for maneuverability.
Callers were told a swap-out for 64-gallon carts will be part of the city-wide program.

* A small number of concerns were expressed about moving carts down steep stairways on
properties where there is no driveway access to the curbside.

* Residents sought information regarding procedures for stolen, damaged carts and repair or
replacement. This is a critical issue as the carts are City assets that will need to be tracked by
serial numbers assigned to properties. Maintenance and warranty replacement for damaged
units will be the responsibility of Public Works Sanitation Division.

* Questions were raised about extra holiday rubbish, rubbish created from parties or events
and oversized burnable items. Carts should be issued 1 per residential unit resulting in an
allocation that corresponds with the number of units in the building.

* There may be circumstances where large families live in a unit where allowance for a free
additional container should be provided with documentation. Suggestion is to require
documentation for 7 or more tenants in an apartment.

* Some type of cart branding with items NOT ALLOWED was suggested.

* Rules for use especially making sure carts don’t just have raw rubbish, bagging requirements
to keep cart clean, rentals details, weight limits, disposal of old 32 gallon cans were also
raised as needing clarification.

* Residential concerns about insuring service to residents first and maintaining commercial
limits.

e There was an expression of support for the program because the carts are water-tight and
make the neighborhood look neater and more organized.

* Properties will be encouraged to return clean carts that they do not expect to use.

Rubbish Collection Services

65% of respondents indicated the curbside was cleaner with the carts than when rubbish was placed
in 32-gallon cans or in plastic bags. 20% did not agree and 10% had no comment.

89% indicated that the carts were fully emptied while 11% had no comment. 90% stated that the carts
were placed back on to the curbside, 10% had no comment. 72% indicated that collection was not noisy,
19% had no comment and 9% indicated collection was noisier. 78% stated that hauler employees
handled the carts with care and 22% had no comment.

90% of respondents indicated they felt that use of “Clean Carts” was better than using trash bags or
32-gallon cans as it made the neighborhood look neater and more organized.

Finally, 86% of respondents indicated that they would support city-wide implementation of carts if it
could reduce collection costs, improve service and make the City look cleaner.
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Additional Considerations and Summation

Pilot Success: Public Works considers the pilot “Clean Cart” program successful in providing valuable
service information on which to base city-wide implementation. The survey results, weekly call-ins and
weekly route monitoring generated questions and concerns that will allow the Department to improve the
design and execution of the proposed city-wide effort.

Education: Public education will be most important in the successful distribution and servicing of
“Clean Carts”. The Department plans to provide detailed, trilingual brochures that answer all of the
questions raised through the pilot phase and expects the brochures to be delivered when the carts are
delivered.

There will be official notices that proved highly effective during the pilot, stickers on 32-gallon cans,
postcards announcing the beginning of the city-wide effort and web based information in addition to
newspaper, community access television and some radio. The key to an effective program will be
communication with the public and our Department is committed to insuring that residents are fully
prepared to make effective use of the new carts.

A specific effort will be made to address the change in rules for oversized burnable items that will
require resident scheduling.

Commercial Sector: It was difficult to assess the needs and numbers of commercial sector curbside
users through the pilot. To better understand the number of businesses served, Trash-Away is conducting
a census and an evaluation of volume. Preliminary information suggests that approximately 225
businesses presently use curbside collection and volumes are well below the proposed 288-gallon
volume limit.

Local Ordinance Changes: Public Works believes the proposed ordinance reflects revisions in
definition of terms and services important to successful city-wide “Clean Cart” implementation. Its
adoption is urged.

29571-1 RE: CHANGE OF ZONE FROM A-1 (GARDEN APARTMENTS) TO TPC (TECHNOLOGY
PARK COMMERCIAL) BLONG SWAMP ROAD, SLATER ROAD AND OSGOOD
AVENUE

To His Honor, the Mayor, and the Common Council of the City of New Britain: the undersigned beg
leave to report the following:

The City Plan Commission, at its regular meeting held on May 7, 2007 voted 3 to 1 to recommend
that this amendment to the zoning map be adopted, based upon the following:

BACKGROUND: The purpose of this zone change is to put in place the recently adopted TPC,
Technology Park Commercial zone on the land formerly occupied by the Pinnacle Heights housing
project. The area is currently zoned A-1, Garden Apartments, and runs westward from Slater Road to the
west side right-of-way boundary of -84, bounded by Osgood Avenue to the north and Long Swamp Road
to the south. The Pinnacle Heights property totals slightly over 60 acres in area and there is additionally
another undevelopable 17 acres within the highway right-of-way lines, which would be changed.

This TPC zoning district is essentially the same as the TP, Technology Park zone, which borders the
western side of the -84 corridor in this part of the City. It allows a variety of office, light manufacturing,
research and development and similar technologically related uses. However with the TPC zoning land
totaling over 2 acres in area would additionally allow for development of a “planned retail shopping
complex”. A planned retail shopping complex would be defined as: “a grouping of retail businesses;
restaurants; personal service establishments — such as beauty shops, barber shops, nail salons; shoe
repair, dry cleaner shops, etc; bank branch offices and similar financial services; with such businesses
sharing a single site with common parking.”

FINDINGS: Recent planning and economic feasibility studies done over the past several years
recommend that development of this land be targeted towards providing the City with a substantive
increase in higher quality tax base and in increased employment opportunities for the local workforce.
The January 2005 Economic Redevelopment Plan for the Pinnacle Heights Housing Area suggested an
emphasis on attracting the types of office, research and technology related manufacturing uses, similar to
the uses currently allowed under the TP, Technology Park zoning district. Other recent studies done for
the Housing Authority and CHFA have indicated that at least some portion of the site would be conducive
to retail commercial and related uses. The various development site inquiries that have been made to the
Mayors office to date, seem to show a greater potential for retail development than in office or technology

related use. Additionally, a recent regional Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS)
suggests that growth in the retail sector could provide needed employment opportunities for a segment of
the local workforce.

Given the scarcity of developable land in the City, the Pinnacle Heights property offers a unique
opportunity for attracting substantial economic growth in the sectors of either pure commercial
development or office and technological industries or some compatible combination of these uses.
Adopting the TPC zoning gives the City maximal flexibility for marketing the property and facilitating rapid
development of the chosen development plan.

CONCLUSION: The Pinnacle Heights property is a large enough parcel to accommodate a
substantial commercial, office or high tech development, potentially as much as 500,000 to 1,000,000
square feet or floor area or more depending on the specific combination of uses and development plan.
As discussed with the adoption of the TPC zoning regulations, the TPC zoning district has all lot area,
building height and yard requirements identical to the neighboring TP zone — a minimum 80,000 square
foot lot; 50 foot minimum front yard; 20 foot minimum side yards; 40 foot minimum rear yard and a
maximum 40 foot building height. These requirements are well-suited to the typical office park or light
industrial complex, but also conducive to a planned retail shopping complex.

The additional supplemental controls for a planned retail shopping complex are intended to prevent
portions of TPC zoned land from being developed in an inappropriated location or in an unplanned,
piecemeal manner. They include provisions related to traffic safety, parking and workable access plan,
and call for a professionally designed landscaping scheme and a harmonious and unified architectural
design.

Specific traffic access issues will need to be considered in the design phase, once a development
plan is formulated. However, the site does have close access to the [-84 interchange and with proper
traffic engineering and improvements to Slater Road appear suitable to reasonably accommodate access
needs to the site.

RECOMMENDATION: The City Plan Commission is of the opinion that the Pinnacle Heights property
is best suited for a high quality economic re-use in the form of commercial retail development, office
and/or high tech development or possibly some combination of these uses, and that adoption of the TPC
zoning will facilitate the marketing and desired development of this site. The Commission therefore
recommends adoption of this proposed zone change from A-1 to TPC.

Resolution Summary: PURPOSE: To amend the ordinances for the purpose of implementing semi-
automated and automated refuse collection.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW BRITAIN that the Code of
Ordinances, City of New Britain, be amended by revising Sections 11-1 through 11-14, 11-71 and 11-72
to read as follows (inserted text appears in underline; deleted text appears in strikethrough; new sections
begin with the word [new]):

ARTICLE I. IN GENERAL
Sec. 11-1. Definitions.
As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated in this section:

Authorized private receptacle: A litter storage and collection receptacle as required and authorized by
the department of public works, and acceptable to the health department.

Automated Collection: The curbside collection of residential solid waste containers utilizing
specialized collection vehicles with a mechanical arm lift.

City Collector: A business engaged in collecting, transporting and disposing of solid waste generated
within the boundaries of New Britain.

Clean Carts: Public Works issued curbside collection containers for combustible waste, garbage,
litter.

Clean Cart Rental: Residential, mixed residential, multi-dwelling, and commercial establishments will
be allowed rental of additional containers as established by Public Works.

Combustible rubbish: Waste, other than hazardous waste, from whatever source, which will be
consumed at a temperature of eighteen hundred (1,800) degrees Fahrenheit, having no dimension
greater than three (3) feet, and shall include wood, paper, rags, excelsior, straw, leather, rubber, boxes,
floor sweepings, tree and shrubbery trimmings, leaves, grass, electric light bulbs.

Commercial Establishments: Defined as a freestanding single business including convenience stores,
markets, liquor stores, retail shops, gas stations, restaurants, bakeries, small offices and social clubs.
Properties used exclusively for multiple commercial tenancies are excluded.

Garbage: Putrescible animal and vegetable wastes resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking
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and consumption of food.

Hazardous waste: Waste from whatever source which is dangerous to handle or which is likely to
cause damage if exposed to heat or weather and shall include paints, explosives, industrial acids,
caustics, fast burning plastics, flammable cleaning fluids, radioactive materials, crank case oils, cutting
oils and filter media for hazardous materials, and cyanides, magnesium, drugs and poisonous chemicals.
Incombustible rubbish: Waste from whatever source which will not be consumed at a temperature of
eighteen hundred (1,800) degrees Fahrenheit or which shall have any dimension greater than three (3)
feet. It shall include ashes, scrap metal, bed springs, automobile and machinery parts, plaster, brick,
concrete, lathing steel beams, roofing pipe, earth, crockery, and metal cans and bottles other than food
containers and fluorescent light bulbs unbroken and containing gas.

Litter: Garbage, refuse and rubbish as defined in this section, and all other waste material which, if
thrown or deposited as prohibited in this chapter, tends to create a danger to public health, safety or
welfare.

Mixed Residential: Property that contains up to six (6) dwelling units with at least one (1) storefront
business.

Multi-Dwelling Property: Includes apartment buildings and condominiums above six (6) units.

Oversized Combustible Rubbish: Combustible waste that is of a size that can not be placed inside
Public Works issued curbside containers and includes wood tables, dressers, furnishings, mattresses,
large plastic furniture, bundled land clearing debris, etc.

Recyclable materials: The various waste materials and items which have been designated by the city
as being suitable and feasible for recovery and sale to independent recycling enterprises for reprocessing
and reuse of the material. These materials shall include newsprint and mixed paper which includes
magazines, cardboard, paper stock, food and beverage metals, glass and plastic (182) containers, leaves
and grass.

Refuse: All putrescible and nonputrescible solid wastes (except body wastes), including garbage,
rubbish, ashes, streetcleanings;—dead-and small animals;—abandened-automebiles-and-solid-marketand
industrialwastes.

Residential Property: A property containing one (1) or more dwelling units, but not more than six (6)
units.

Semi-Automated Collection: The curbside collection of residential solid waste containers utilizing
specialized vehicles with mechanical tippers.

(Code 1970, § 18-1; Ord. of 9-80; Ord. of 5-86, § 1; Ord. of 7-01)

Cross references: Definitions and rules of construction generally, § 1-2.

Sec. 11-2. Collection by city; insignia required.

(a) No person except the city collector or any authorized contractor shall collect or haul refuse within
the city.

(b) The city collector or authorized contractor shall place upon his trucks and equipment such insignia
specified by the department of public works, designating that he is the duly authorized city collector or
contractor.

(f) Incombustible Rubbish: Residential properties must schedule appointments for curbside collection
with Public Works.

Sec. 11-4. Containers--To be provided.

(a) Subject to the provisions of section 13-42, the owner of every dwelling house or commercial
building shall provide suitable containers or facilities for the disposal of garbage, combustible and
incombustible rubbish.

(b) The director of health may require the owner of any dwelling house or commercial building to
furnish locked containers or fenced, locked storage facilities for garbage or rubbish containers when, in
the opinion of the director of health, such action is necessary to prevent or eliminate a public health
hazard or nuisance.

(b) The proper removal and disposal of all wastes in excess of the-ten{10)-barrels-three 96gallon
containers, or egquivalent—288 gallon volume, abeve; will be the responsibility of the commercial er

industrial establishment and/or multi-dwelling property generating or disposing ef the excess waste.

(c) Clean Carts will be provided to residential properties in accordance with quidelines established by
Public Works.

(d) Frequency of collection: City refuse collection will be provided once per week with the exception of
the designated business districts.

(Code 1970, § 18-23; Ord. of 4-77)
ARTICLE IV.. SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL
Sec. 11-71. Purpose.

This ordinance is adopted by the City of New Britain as part of a long term plan for safe and sanitary
disposal of solid waste, and to establish measures to assure compliance of persons within the town
boundaries and of collectors with the requirements of state statute for separation, collection, purchasing
and marketing of recyclable solid waste.

(Ord. of 12-90)
Sec. 11-72. Definitions.

[The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed
to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:]

Acceptable solid waste means the type of solid waste normally collected and disposed of in the town,
including, but not limited to, garbage, trash, rubbish, refuse, offal, beds, mattresses, sofas, bicycles, baby
carriages, automobile or small vehicle tires as well as processible portions of commercial and industrial
solid waste and logs if no more than three (3) feet long and/or six (6) inches in diameter, branches,
leaves, twigs, grass and plant cuttings; excepting however, unacceptable waste and hazardous waste.

Aseptic packaging are boxed wax-laminated containers for food products like milk, juice, whipping
cream, liquid eqggs, etc.

Cardboard means corrugated boxes and similar corrugated and kraft paper materials which have a
minimum of contamination by food or other material.

Center means the Tunxis Regional Processing Center located within the town.

Collector means any person who holds himself out for hire to collect, haul, transport or dispose of
solid waste or recyclable solid waste from residential, business, commercial or other establishments.

Commercial solid waste hauler means any person, firm or corporation whose principal business
activity is collecting, picking up and/or transporting solid waste and depositing or dumping the same in the
town dump, transfer station, or recycling center by means of a vehicle or vehicles capable of hauling said
materials.

Dry-cell battery means any devices used for generating electric current through a chemical reaction,
including but not limited to nickel-cadmium batteries, carbon batteries, and alkaline batteries.

Garbage means animal, vegetable, or other organic wastes resulting from the handling, preparation,
cooking, serving or consumption of food.

Glass food container means any glass bottle or jar of any size or shape used to package food or
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beverage products suitable for human or animal consumption.

Grass clippings means grass and other trimmings from the care of a lawn, with a minimum of
contamination by pesticides.

HDPE plastic container means any high density polyethylene bottle or jar of any size or shape used
to package food or household laundry products.

Hazardous waste means that portion of solid waste as defined in the service agreement for the
operation of the Bristol trash-to-energy plant and includes that portion of solid waste which by reason of
its composition or characteristic is:

(1) Hazardous waste as defined in the Solid Waste Disposal Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 690 et seq.
and the regulations thereunder, or in Section 22a-209-1 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies
and any succeeding legislation or regulations or amendments to the foregoing; or

(2) Any other materials which any governmental agency or unit having appropriate jurisdiction
shall determine from time to time is harmful, toxic or dangerous, or otherwise ineligible for disposal
through a resource recovery facility.

Leaves mean the foliage of trees, bushes, and other plants with a minimum of contamination by
rocks, sticks or branches, and pesticides.

Magazines mean catalogues, magazines, telephone books or other similar printed matter.

Metal food container means any aluminum, bi-metal, tin-plated steel, or other metallic can, plate or
tray of any size or shape used to package food or beverage products suitable for human or animal
consumption. Clean aluminum foil is also included in this category.

Mixed paper is office paper, envelopes, direct mail and stationery.

Municipal solid waste means that portion of the solid waste stream suitable for disposal as
determined by the Department of Environmental Protection of the State of Connecticut.

Newspaper means any used or discarded newsprint which has a minimum of contamination by food
or other material. Newspapers shall be considered to have a minimum of contamination if they have not
been exposed to substances rendering them unusable for recycling.

Office paper means any used or discarded high-grade white paper and manila paper, including but
not limited to, paper utilized for file folders, tab cards, writing, typing, printing, computer printing, and
photo-copying, which is suitable for recycling and which has a minimum of contamination.

PET Plastic food container means any polyethylene terephthalate container of any size or shape
used to package beverages.

Person means an individual, natural person, corporation, trust, estate, partnership, association, joint
venture, government, governmental subdivision or agency, or any other legal entity.

Recyclable solid waste means the type of solid waste normally generated, collected or disposed of in
the town, which is or has been designated by the commissioner of environmental protection to be
recycled including, but not limited to: cardboard, glass food and beverage containers, metal food and
beverage containers, newspapers, waste oil, leaves and storage batteries, excepting unacceptable waste
and hazardous waste.

Recycle means to separate or divert an item or items from the solid waste stream for the purposes of
processing it, causing it to be processed, or storing it for later processing into a material product, including
the production of compost, in order to provide for disposition of the item or items in manner, other than
incineration or landfilling, which will best protect the environment. Nothing in this definition shall preclude
the use of waste as fuel in an oil burner, or waste tires as fuel in an incinerator.

Recycling box means any container designated as a recycling container by the director of public
works.

Refuse means garbage and rubbish.
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Residential Property: A property containing one (1) or more dwelling units, but not more than six (6)

units.

Residue means solid waste remaining after any recycling facility holding a permit has processed the
waste, but excluding wastes which are toxic or hazardous.

Rubbish means that portion of municipal solid waste that is not garbage.

Scrap metal means used or discarded items which consist predominantly of ferrous metals,
aluminums, brass, copper, lead, chromium, tin, nickel or alloys thereof, including but not limited to, white
goods.

Scrap tires means discarded rubber or synthetic rubber tires used by or manufactured for vehicles,
including but not limited to, automobiles, trucks, buses and trailers.

Solid waste means all discarded materials or substances, including but not limited to garbage, refuse,
sludges from air or water pollution control facilities or water supply treatment facilities, rubbish, ashes,
contained gaseous materials, incinerator residue, demolition and construction debris, offal and other
discarded materials and substances resulting from industrial, commercial, mining and agricultural
operations and from community activities, but not including sewage and other highly diluted water-carried
materials or substances and those in gaseous form or solid or dissolved materials in irrigation return flows
or industrial discharges, or source, special nuclear or by-product materials within the meaning of the
Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended.

Storage battery means batteries used in motor vehicles, airplanes, boats, recreational vehicles,
tractors, and like applications, or other lead acid batteries.

Town means the City of New Britain.
Transfer station means the town's solid waste transfer facility, area or areas as designated by the
department of public works.

Unacceptable waste means that portion of solid waste as defined in the service agreement for the
operation of the Bristol trash-to-energy plant and includes that portion of solid waste, excluding hazardous
waste, but including without limitation, explosives, pathological and biological waste, radioactive
materials, ashes, foundry sand, sewage sludge (unless processed to permit incineration), cesspool and
other human waste, human remains and animal carcasses, motor vehicles, including major motor vehicle
parts, as automobile transmissions, rear ends, springs and tenders, agricultural and farm machinery and
equipment, marine vessels and major parts thereof, any other large machinery or equipment (including
white goods), liquid wastes, or nonburnable construction materials and/or demolition debris that:

(1) May present a substantial endangerment to public health or safety;

(2) May cause applicable air quality or water effluent standards to be violated by the normal
operation of a resource recovery facility; or

(3) Has a reasonable possibility of adversely affecting the operation of a resource recovery
facility, unless such unacceptable waste is delivered in minimal quantities and concentrations as part of
normal collections in which case it shall constitute acceptable waste.

Waste oil means crankcase oil that has been utilized in internal combustion engines.
Yard waste and leaves means brush and the boughs and foliage of trees.
