How can HUSKY help my child?

To grow up healthy, all children and teens
need regular checkups at the doctor’s
office. Kids get sick and accidents hap-
pen. Many youngsters need special care.
Sometimes, there’s a hospital stay. To
afford good health care, families need
health insurance. HUSKY health insur-
ance will help your child get regular and
emergency care—and help you afford it.

Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS)
is the leading cause of death in infants
up to 12 months. It is also the third lead-
ing cause of infant death in the United
States. SIDS is also known as “crib
death.” The infant’s death is defined as
SIDS if no other cause can be found
after a thorough investigation. (This
includes a complete autopsy, death
scene examination and review of the
clinical history of the infant.)

Is HUSKY for children in working fami-
lies?

Yes! HUSKY is for children and teenagers
in families of all income levels. Youngsters
can enroll in HUSKY until they turn 19
years old.

Who can apply for HUSKY on a child’s
behalf? One of the following adults can

apply:

Parent with whom the child
lives;

Non-custodial parent under
court order to provide medical
support;

Legal guardian;
Caregiver relative;
Foster parent

There are many preventable measures
that can be done to help prevent SIDS.
One way to help prevent SIDS is to put
your baby on their back to sleep. There
is a national campaign that is being
done nationwide to promote this called
“Back to Sleep.” The Back to Sleep
Campaign is suitably named for its rec-
ommendation to place healthy babies
on their backs to sleep. This reduces
the risk of SIDS. Having a baby sleep

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Everyone that must enter into a
hospital or nursing home has cer-
tain rights. Below is a list of your
basic rights.

Be free from chemical and physical
restraints;

Manage their own finances;

Voice grievances without fear of re-
taliation;

Associate and communicate privately
with any person of their choice;

Send and receive personal mail;

Have personal and medical records
kept confidential;

Apply for state and federal assistance
without discrimination;

Be fully informed prior to admission of
their rights, services available and all
charges; and

Be given advance notice of transfer
or discharge.
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An ombudsman is an appointed
official whose duty it is to investi-
gate complaints, generally on be-
half of individuals such as con-
sumers. Ombudsman responsibili-
ties outlined in the Older Ameri-
cans Act include:

Identify, investigate and resolve com-
plaints made by or on behalf of residents;

Provide information to residents
about long-term care services;

Represent the interests of residents
before governmental agencies and seek
administrative, legal and other remedies
to protect residents;

Analyze, comment on and recom-
mend changes in laws and regulations
pertaining to the health, safety, welfare
and rights of residents;

Educate and inform consumers and
the general public regarding issues and
concerns related to long-term care and

facilitate public comment on laws, regula-
tions, policies and actions;
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Promote the development of citizen
organizations to participate in the pro-
gram;

Provide technical support for the
development of resident and family coun-
cils to protect the well-being and rights of
residents.

Advocate for changes to improve
residents’ quality of life and care.
