“Wetlands" means land, including submerged land, not regulated
pursuant to sections 22a-28 to 22a-35, inclusive, which consists of
any of the soil types designated as poorly drained, very poorly
drained, alluvial, and floodplain by the National Cooperative Soils
Survey, as may be amended from time to time, of the Natural
Resources Conservation Service of the United States Department

of Agriculture.

Watercourses" means rivers, streams, brooks, waterways, lakes,
ponds, marshes, swamps, bogs and all other bodies of water,
natural or artificial, vernal or intermittent, public or private, which are
contained within, flow through or border upon this state or any
portion thereof, not regulated pursuant to sections 22a-28 to
22a-35, inclusive. Intermittent watercourses shall be delineated by a
defined permanent channel and bank and the occurrence of two or
more of the following characteristics: (A) Evidence of scour or
deposits of recent alluvium or detritus, (B) the presence of standing
or flowing water for a duration longer than a particular storm
incident, and (C) the presence of hydrophytic vegetation.

Caution: This map is intended to show the general locations in
which Inland Wetlands and Watercourses are expected to exist. It
is not expected to be exact or definitive as to the presence or
absence of any such regulated area or feature.
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
